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Prerequisite: CET 1101 Ear Training I

Continuation of Ear Training1. Further development of ear training skills through singing and dictation. Exploration 
of diatonic materials including jazz standards, bass lines, melodic sequence, intervals, triads, seventh chords, and 
common harmonic progressions. Rhythmic study derived from patterns occuring in classical and contemporary 
music.

CET 2303 Ear Training III 3credits

Prerequisite: CET 1102 Ear Training II

Continuation of Ear Training 2. Development of ear training skills through singing and dictation drills. Chromatic 
syllables, melodic reading, melodic dictation and study of common harmonic models. Rhythm studies presented 
through rhythmic core motives.

CET 2304 Ear Training IV 3 credits

Prerequisite: CET 2103 Ear Training III

Continuation of Ear Training 3. Modal singing and dictation. Two-and three-part dictation, basic atonal melodic 
studies.

CFS 3901 Introduction to Film Scoring 2 credits

Prerequisite : CAR 1102  Contemporary Arranging II   or

CMT 1104 Contemporary Theory IV

Exploration of the aesthetics of film scoring,and the various relationships between film and music.Overview of the 
many functions of film music,analysis and dramatic implications of film scores,and career opportunities in film and 
television.

CGM 2002 History of  Pop Music 2 credits

A Survey of Rock Music from its origins to the present Lectures will Focus on Musical 
Distinctions Among the Sub styles Present in a Gerne and will include audio and video clips of Major Artists and 
style-setters
  

CGM 2003 History of  Jazz Music 2 credits

A survey of music in the jazz idiom from its origin to the present. Chronological examination of the principal musi-
cians and  composer. Analysis of the more influential soloists, group and composer students will develop a knowl-
edge of the periods, styles and form of jazz.

CGM 2901 Music Business 3 Credits

Survey of the music industry, focusing on those areas where music and business intersect. Career possibilities in 
the music industry, and the development of business-related knowledge and skills. Vocabulary and terminology of 
the music industry, and the maintenance of a professional music career.

CIS 1501 Instrumental Instruction I 2 Credits

Principal instrument study level 1 (guitar, bass, drums, piano, woodwind, brass or voice)
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CIS 1502 Instrumental Instruction II 2 Credits

Prerequisite: CIS 1501 Instrumental Instruction I

Principal instrument study level 2 (guitar, bass, drums, piano, woodwind, brass or voice)

CIS 1507 Basic Keyboards 2 Credits

For nonpiano principals, Triads, melody, seventh chords, comping and accompaniment, harmonic continuity, voic-
ing and melody with accompaniment.

CIS 2503 Instrumental Instruction III 2 Credits

Prerequisite: CIS 1502 Instrumental Instruction II

Principal instrument study level 3 (guitar, bass, drums, piano, woodwind, brass or voice)

CIS 2504 Instrumental Instruction IV 2 Credits

Prerequisite: CIS 2503 Instrumental Instruction III

Principal instrument study level 4 (guitar, bass, drums, piano, woodwind, brass or voice)

CIS 3505 Instrumental Instruction V 2 Credits

Prerequisite: CIS 2504 Instrumental Instruction IV

Principal instrument study level 5 (guitar, bass, drums, piano, woodwind, brass or voice)

CIS 3506 Instrumental Instruction VI 2 Credits

Prerequisite: CIS 3505 Instrumental Instruction V

Principal instrument study level 6 (guitar, bass, drums, piano, woodwind, brass or voice)

CMP 2701 Song Demo Production 3 Credits

Prerequisite: CMP 2803 Midi Recording

Students learn the necessary techniques to utilize current MIDI and audio technology in the production of profes-
sional quality song demos. MIDI,SYMPTE, synthesis, recording, mixing, and sound processing. Students will sched-
ule weekly hands-on time in the MIDI lab.

CMP 2801 Computer for Musicians 3 Credits

Introduction to the fundamentals of music technology. An overview of all aspects of the current technology with an 
emphasis on preparing students to evaluate their own future technological needs.

CMP 2802 Technology Tools For Songwriter 3 Credits

Prerequisite: CMP 2801 Computer For Musicians

Skills and concepts necessary for effective use of computer-based music workstations. The course will cover top-
ics necessary for effective sequencing and recording, including: use of a computer, synthesizers, MIDI, and basic 
audio theory, equipment, and technology. Students will schedule weekly hands-on time in the MIDI lab.
